The reformation of the
Rusthall Company of the Church Lads Brigade

9 March 1905
	· The Company was reformed on 9 March 1905 under the following officers :
· Chaplain : Reverend FN Eden

· Captain, Assistant Chaplain & Correspondent : Reverend A Tomlinson of 2 Lower Green Road, Rusthall (transferred from Company 216, St Mary’s, Horsham).

· Warrant Officer : Mr W Downs
The Company finally disbanded on 7 November 1920, but there are firm indications that the Incorporated Church Scouts of Rusthall last met as an organisation within a short time of the outbreak of the First World War.
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Researchers’ note - Although the Company may have officially reformed on 9th March, a report in the Kent and Sussex Courier dated Friday 16th February 1906 tends to indicate that the Company actually reformed (but may not have been registered) on 14th February.  
Perhaps life was too busy for the Reverend Tomlinson to find time to reregister the Company until 9 March – hopefully, we will be able to clarify this when we are able to examine the St Paul’s PCC records of the time.

Rusthall Church Lads’ Brigade on Parade

Wednesday 14th June 1905

The Kent and Sussex Courier reported that the local Church Lads’ Brigade Companies (St John’s, St James’ and Rusthall) met on Wednesday 14th June for ‘some combined movements  at Swiss Cottage.’  The St James’ Band led the parade. 
Researchers’ note – The Swiss Cottage mentioned in the report is likely to be in the grounds of the Culverden Castle now the London Road/ Mount Ephraim area). 
Off to a flying start !

August 1905
The Rusthall Church Lads’ Brigade must have got off to a flying start after reforming in 1905.  A report in the Kent and Sussex Courier provides details of a CLB camp at Rusthall which clearly included officers and boys from Captain Tomlinson’s former Horsham Company.

From The Courier – 18 August 1905

‘During the past week about 56 members of the Church Lads’ Brigade from the districts of Rusthall, Horsham and Warnham (near Horsham) have been camping in a field at Rusthall (kindly lent for the purpose by Mr Trussell), under the command of Major E Dudley.  
The camp staff included the Rev RG Gibson (Camp Chaplain), Capt Rev A Tomlinson, Lieut G.A.T Allen (Quartermaster), Staff-Sergeant Gordon (acting Sergt-Major), Staff-Sergeant Wells (Paymaster) and Sergt. J Stuart Quartermaster-Sergt), together with 12 other officers, including Captain Bainbridge (in command of the Warnham Company) and the Rev. W.H.B.Mainprice (Assistant Chaplain to the Camp).  
Each day manoeuvres and drills of various descriptions were performed, and two outings were arranged – one to Penshurst and the other to Hastings – the latter taking place today (Friday), if fine.
Yesterday (Thursday) formed an important feature of the week’s proceedings, when the inspection was held by Major R.S. Johnson, who spoke about the general smartness of the boys.  This was followed in the afternoon by an interesting programme of sports.

A concert was held in the evening, and was arranged by Mr Whitburn, of Langton, who was assisted by lads of the Brigade.’
