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	Charles Henry Harland
RIP – 18 September 1944
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	Charles Harland, son of Henry and Nellie Harland, was born in Rusthall and went to school there.  

He was a keen Scout and sportsman, playing football regularly for Rusthall.  

On leaving school he worked for some years on a farm and later went into the building trade. 

His Military Service during the War was with the Buffs, and later with the Queen’s Royal Regiment (West Surrey).  
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He was wounded in Italy and died of his wounds on September 18th 1944, aged 35.  
He is buried in the British Cemetery, Gradara, Italy and his name is recorded on the Roll of Honour of St Mary’s Church, Speldhurst. 
His widow Rose, lived at 11 Parsonage Road, Rusthall.
