The Rusthall contingent consisted of 32 Scouts, 10 Venture Scouts and 5 Leaders. There were 10 in the Wiesbaden party who arrived on Monday evening and stayed overnight at the homes of Rusthall Scouts in readiness for an early morning departure on Tuesday morning.




An advance party set out from Rusthall on Sunday with tents and equipment to prepare the camp for the main contingent. 
	The programme for the ten-day camp includes hikes, general scouting activities, and three coach trips. This is the third Rusthall-Wiesbaden camp. 

The Rusthall Scouts hope to go to Germany next year.

There will be a farewell barbeque at 75 Culverden Down, Tunbridge Wells, on August 24. 

The next day the Wiesbaden scouts will go on to Gilwell Park, the permanent Scout camp in Essex, for a week's sight-seeing in and around London.

The two-and-a-half week visit to Tunbridge Wells by the Badger Patrol of Wiesbaden's Stammseeadler Scout Troop came to an end last night (Thursday) with a barbecue, camp fire and sing-song at the home of Mr and Mrs John Whitehouse, parents of one of the members of the host troop.
The evening, at 75, Culverden Park, marked the climax of one of the most important and successful examples of civic friendship so far. The visit was the result of a letter written to Tunbridge Wells Borough Council six years ago by Herr Dieter Malms, Scout Leader of the Wiesbaden Troop. His letter was passed to the St Pauls, Rusthall Troop, and a firm bond was forged.
This is the second visit by the Wiesbaden group and this time the party contained a member of the original group, who has since left scouting. He enjoyed himself so much on his first visit that he asked to come again.
The evening was a combined effort between Scouts, Scout Leaders, parents and friends in the Troop's Supporters Association.
The fortnight included a camp at Charborough Park, Dorset. This was a first as well. Mr Drax, the owner of Charborough, told Herr Malms it was the first time a German flag had flown over his land.

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	The evening came to a climax with a presentation from Herr Malms to the Skip of the Rusthall troop, Mr N A Boxall. The gift was a plaque engraved with the details of the Wiesbaden troop. 

Another presentation of a plaque of the arms of Wiesbaden was made to Mr Boxall by the former scout, Werner Schuth.
