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The Rev. Denys Crouch was born in Hemel Hempstead in 1926 and served as a Bevin Boy before a brief spell in the Army.  He was married to Jean Findlay in 1951 and they had five children.  After working in the City of London he took up a post in Malaysia.  He began training for the priesthood in Rochester in 1960 and was appointed Curate at St Paul’s Rusthall  in 1962.  Denys (affectionately known as ‘Con’) was a great friend of the Rusthall Scout Group and regularly joined in Group activities, often bringing along one or more of his children to give them an early taste of Scouting.  After 5 years in Rusthall Denys was appointed Vicar of St Mark’s Biggin Hill and later moved to Carlisle.
