St Paul's Rusthall Scout group paddled to victory on their makeshift raft at the 17th annual race held at Dunorlan Park lake.
Tunbridge Wells District Scout teams from St Philip's, St Paul's and Pembury, as well as a District Explorer Unit, took part in the fun event on July 15.
The competitive youngsters aged 10 to 21 worked as teams and were given the choice to either construct their rafts from barrels, rope and poles at the lake side within two hours, or transport a pre-prepared one to the site.
